As this is a joint tenancy and one tenant gives a NOTICE TO QUIT, this will suffice to bring the whole tenancy to an end.  Twenty eight days’ notice to terminate the tenancy is required by law. 

When a joint tenancy ends there is no legal obligation to grant a sole tenancy of the property to the remaining tenant.  When considering whether to grant a new sole tenancy, the Leeds City Council’s Tenancy Policy requires the following to be taken into account:

•
The lettings policy criteria, e.g. property size

•
The behaviour of the individual who wishes to remain and their household members

•
The length of time they have lived at the property

•
The demand from other customers on the housing register for the type of property

If we refuse to allow the joint tenancy to become a sole tenancy, then an offer of suitable housing will be made to you.

You will also need to register a housing application with Leeds homes and I would advise that you do this immediately.

Please  contact this office as soon as possible to discuss the future of your tenancy.
